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Just before M&M left for the states, Marion
got a call from a community leader saying
that someone had put a fence around another
persons lot in El Mirador and was trying to
take it because the family had not yet built a
house there and there was only one day left
on the contract. So we dropped everything we
were doing and the next day we were in EM
ready to build a house. The community leader
and the man who built the fence were talking,
then yelling at each other for about 20
minutes. There were other women around us
at the truck with the workers that were yelling
too. One women had a cell phone and was
trying to call the police.....I don’t think she
could get a signal but was acting as if she did.
Cirilo (my foreman) told me to just wait until
the storm cleared before we started to do
anything. All at once the women came to my
truck and grabbed hammers, crowbars and
anything else that would tear down that fence
and they went at it. It went down in a matter
of minutes but they put all the old tin in a neat
pile and rolled all the barbed wire up and put
it in the back of the mans house. Then Cirilo
said we could start building.

By the end of the day we had all the
framing done and the next day the sides were

put up. Cirilo and I were working in Linda
Vista trying to finish a house there that has a
family with 5 kids when we were called to
start the one in E.M. So we went back and
forth between the houses depending on the
weather and the job we had to do. Both
houses were finished in August.

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After we finished the bathroom on cabin 1
we started to build a greenhouse for Marion. I
hired a man from Linda Vista to help us cause
he is good at working with cement and blocks.
There was a lot of dirt to move and a shed to
tear down that was behind M&M’s house
before we could really get going on this
project. It was slow going for awhile but was
finished before M&M got home in September.
The camp was very different without M&M
here. A BIG piece of the pie was missing and
took sometime to get use to it. I felt that those
of us that were left to run the camp did a good
job because all the lights still worked, the
phone was not disconnected, all the buildings
were still standing and none of the dogs died
from lack of food!  God is good.!!!! Peace be
with you all and God bless you.......Your friend
and missionary in CR....Steve
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Gil Hoffman from Maryland came down to
the camp to help us while Mary and Marion
were gone. The new roof on the M&M house
had a lot of leaks and it was raining a lot at
nights. Gil would go up into the attack with a
flashlight and magic marker and mark the
spots that leaked and we would fix them as he
found them. We tried putting all new screws in
at first and that got about 80% of the leaks.
Mary was worried about the roof when they
left so I was glad to tell her that it was all done
and dry when we finished.

We started putting a new steel and tin roof
on cabin 1 to connect with the new laundry
room. We put new windows and window bars
on it. There was a lot of cement work to do
there too.  I worked inside the cabin putting
small divider walls at the bottom of each
shower door with Gil’s help and had new
doors built and put in by a company in
Quesada using funds that were given to me
when I was in the states. Thank you for your
help.
