Upon our arrival in Costa Rica, the team was 50 60 children participated in the VBS program,
augmented by Russell Gilabert and his sons, daily. The program consisted of arts and crafts,
Nathaniel and Phillip. Both Russell and his wife, singing songs, learning Bible verses and playing
Xinia, had assisted us in the past, primarily as games, both indoors and out. Approximately 65
translators, a role Russell and the boys played

very well.

One of the highlights of this team was the
number of members who spoke Spanish, from one
degree or another of fluency, down to the
conversational level: 13, a vast departure from the
past. The Gilaberts only enhanced this aspect of
the team.

During the first 2 days, all three work teams
were in the village of El Recreo, which is about 15
miles south of Upala. There, the construction
team worked for 3 days, repairing the ceiling and
roof of the village health clinic. Along the way, it
was discovered that there were problems in both
the plumbing and electrical systems, so repairs
were also effected in them. To repair the ceiling of
the clinic, the corrugated roofing had to be
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70 children participated in the program in Upala,
each day, with many of their mothers in
attendance and volunteering to help. In both
places, the children eagerly participated and
everyone, VBS staff, children and mothers had a
great time.

The Vision Screening team had a busy time,
screening 142 people the first day. The next two
days were spent in the village of Puntarenas
where 154 people received eye exams. Out of
that total, 296, 181 received new, prescription eye
glasses and 181 received reading glasses.

It was a tired but extremely happy group that
headed back to Texas on the 9th. It was also a
humbling experience, to be God's hands, doing
His work, in serving and witnessing to the
beautiful people of Costa Rica. Everyone felt
blessed to have been able to feed the Lord's
sheep in this manner.
